In early 1914, an automobile was also purchased by the owner of Orlik Castle, Prince Karel
Schwarzenberg V. The chassis was supplied by the Benz car plant in Mannheim and the body
was built by one of the most renowned domestic coachbuilders, the Pilsen firm of Brozik. It was
a beautiful and powerful car, but the young Prince did not enjoy it for long. He became one of
the first victims of the World War, which ended with the collapse of the Austro-Hungarian
monarchy and the creation of Czechoslovakia. Immediately after mobilization, he was called

up and took his car with him; he died of dysentery in 1914 on the Serbian front. After his death,
the car was kept at Orlik out of reverence until the Communist takeover, when all the family’s
property was confiscated and the car handed to the National Technical Museum collection. After
1990, his grandson, Karel Schwarzenberg Vil despite his indisputable right to its restitution,

The Laurin & Klement Mlada Boleslav car plant, producing cars from 1906, rapidly became one
of the most important car makers in the monarchy over the next few years. Its commercial and
passenger vehicles, which it produced in all categories and with a very wide range of many
types, were sold with great success abroad too. This Laurin & Klement RK/M car, part of the
National Technical Museum collection, was bought in 1913 by the legendary car racing driver
Count Alexander Kolowrat. The car originally had a five-litre sleeve-valve engine of the RK type,
which Kolowrat ordered to be replaced in the factory in 1921 by a special M type racing engine
with overhead valves, of which only two were made. In the first half of the twenties, this

redesigned car garnered numerous successes with FrantiSek Svoboda behind the wheel
in domestic sports and racing events.

The endeavour to produce a cheap car had already led in the period before the First World War
to the arrival of cyclecars — small cheap three or four-wheel minicars, often fitted with a motor-
cycle engine. Their utility features were often very problematic and they represent a blind alley
in automobile history. Probably the most famous cyclecar was the Bedelia, designed by two
young enthusiasts in Paris, more than two thousand of which were produced between 1910 and
1925. A number of Bedelias were imported into the Czech Lands and the most renowned of
these is preserved in the National Technical Museum collection. It had the nickname “Runaway
Suitcase” and is also recorded in the annals of domestic motor sport. With this car, in April 1914

Czech automobile history was not created only by cars made in this country; imported cars of
foreign producers, which in the period before the First World War outnumbered locally produced
cars on Czech roads, also played a significant role. The fact that motorists in the Czech Lands
chose shrewdly can also be seen from another of the finest exhibits in the National Technical
Museum collection — the oldest Audi in existence in the world. This car has been preserved

in an unusually complete and original condition. Its first owner, RNDr. Paul Pallme-Kdnig from
Kamenicky Senov in North Bohemia, dismantled it at the beginning of the First World War in
fear of its being requisitioned and stored it in the attic of his house, where it remained for more
than forty years. The car was reassembled when, after the death of its owner, it became part

of the museum collection.

One of the most remarkable legends in world automobile history is cars from the Ettore Bugatti
plant in Molsheim in Alsace. Bugatti touring cars were noted for their exceptional performance
and dynamics, and racing cars of this make were frequent sporting successes. The oldest pre-
served car in the world from the Bugatti plant in Molsheim has been in the National Technical
Museum collection since 1947. Up to that time the car had had only two owners. The first was
Prince Philipp Ernst Hohenlohe-Schillingsfirst from Pod&brady, but he owned it for only a short
time. The second was Robert Patotka from Usti nad Labem, son of the president of the Czech
Motorists Club. With this car, in April 1913, Patofka entered the Bugatti marque into the annals of
domestic motor sport with a victory in the 1.5-litre category in the Zbraslav-Jilovisté hill climb race.

Automobile development proceeded at breakneck pace in the first decade of the 2oth century.
Though at the beginning of this period it was a far from perfected plaything for a limited circle
of enthusiasts and it was hardly roadworthy, around 1910 the car was already a proven and
relatively reliable means of transport, which also, compared with the railway which was
dominant at that time, offered a great deal more — independence and freedom. Cars ceased
to be a rarity, and there were more than a thousand registered in Bohemia on 1 March 1910, of
which there were 323 in Prague alone. One of these 323 Prague cars was the small twin-cylinder
Renault AX of the hotelier, Emanuel Oppel, which is preserved in the National Technical

Museum collection.

Car production in the Czech Lands began to develop more significantly during the first decade
of the 20th century. At that time around thirty producers are recorded in its history, but most
of these ended with the production of a single car and only about ten produced more than five
vehicles. The Prague Automobile Factory Velox came upon the local motoring scene with grand-
iose plans and a blaze of publicity at the end of 1906. It was based in the Negrelli viaduct in
Karlin, now part of Prague. It provided services to motorists, operated a taxi service in Prague
and promised its own vehicle production. In the end it succeeded in producing several cars of
: a single type with a single-cylinder engine, which it demonstrated in April 1909 at the Prague
L8l motor show. Its marks on Czech history, however, end here.

At the beginning of the 20th century, the combustion engine still had serious competition,
electricity and steam competed with petrol. This is also shown among other things by the history
of absolute car speed records. The 100 km/h mark was exceeded for the first time in 1899 by an
electric car and the 200 km/h mark in 1906 by a car driven by a steam engine. Cars with steam
propulsion were mainly made in the USA, then in Europe, where the best-known producer was
the Paris car maker Gardner-Serpollet, which also supplied several cars to customers in the
Czech Lands. One of these, with a body built by the Vienna firm of A. Weiser&Sohn, was bought

by the Count Cernin family from the chateau in Vrchlabi. In 1931 JUDr. Karel Cernin donated
this car to the National Technical Museum collection.

The Czech Republic is one of about ten countries in the world which can be regarded as the cradle
of motoring. Motor cars have been produced in this country continuously since the end of the
19th century. Production of the first of these was started in 1897 by a railway wagon plant, Nessels-
dorfer Wagenbau-Fabriks-Gesselschaft A.G., in Kopfivnice in North Moravia, known later as the
Tatra car plant. The car was given the name Président and immediately after its completion was
driven from Kopfivnice to Vienna on 21 and 22 May 1898 to an exhibition commemorating the
fiftieth anniversary of the rule of Emperor Franz Josef |. Also exhibited there was a car from

the Vienna firm of Jacob Lohner & Co., with which the KopfFivnice car plant shares primacy in

the launching of factory production of cars in the monarchy. The NW Priisident car, the first car
made in the Czech Lands, has been in the National Technical Museum collection since 1919.

In December 1893, the textile magnate from Liberec, Baron Theodor von Liebieg, imported

a Benz Viktoria automobile into Bohemia, the first motor car used in the Czech Lands and the
third in the whole of the Austro-Hungarian monarchy. After short trips around Liberec, Liebieg
made one of the first long-distance journeys in the world history od motoring with this vehicle in
July 1894. He drove from Liberec to Gondorf near Koblenz, the journey took six days and Liebieg
reached an average speed of 13.6 km/h over a total of 939 kilometres. On his journey he kept

a detailed diary, and so among other things we also know today that during the journey he

A four-seater car driven by a steam engine designed by the French engineer Nicolas Joseph Cugnot
in 1769 is regarded as the earliest road motor vehicle in the world. A successful follower of Cugnot
was Richard Trevithick, who presented his steam stagecoach “London Steam Carriage” in London
in 1803. Then third place in the world where a road motor vehicle was demonstrably driven by

a human crew, after Paris and London, was Prague.

An engineer from the Royal Bohemian Estate Technical College, Josef BoZek, designed and demon-
strated his four-wheel steam driven car in two public performances in Stromovka Park in Prague in
1815 and 1817, in which daredevils from Prague’s aristocratic circles were given a ride before the
eyes of many spectators. But the time was not yet ripe for the motor car and the disappointed creator
dismantled his car after the second performance and used its components for other purposes.

Josef BoZek had a number of domestic successors, but in the following eight decades none of them

succeeded in going beyond the stage of mere trials or demonstration journeys. The Czech Lands
had to wait until 1893 for actual operation of the first motor car.

From 1929, the arms factory Zbrojovka Ing. FrantiSek Jane&ek in Prague made Jawa motorcycles,
which in a few years became the most widely sold machines in the country. So, in 1934, Ing. Janetek
also launched production of small Passenger cars with twin-cylinder two-stroke engines and
front-wheel drive, first under licence from the German DKW car plant, later its own design.

For one of the most important sports events in inter-war Czechoslovakia, the 1000 Czechoslovak
Miles race for touring cars, the Jawa car plant built six sports specials in 1935, which in this

race won in the 750 cc category and also the prestigious President of the Republic’s prize

for the most successful team. Three had open roadster bodies, three were in a coupé version.

The car in the National Technical Museum collection, renovated by courtesy of SKF Loziska a. s.,
is the only one extant.

In addition to continuing production of passenger cars with air-cooled or water-cooled engines
mounted in the front, the Tatra car plant introduced a new car on the market in 1934, which was
a major departure from usual car production at that time. The Tatra 77 had a streamlined body
designed according to the strictest aerodynamic principles and was driven by a three-litre
air-cooled vee eight-cylinder engine placed behind the rear axle. Today this type is regarded
as the most noteworthy domestic contribution to world automobile history. In 1937, a car of
the redesigned Tatra 77a type, with the engine capacity raised to 3.4 litres, was bought by the
building contractor Ing. Radim Matolin from Prague. When his construction firm played an
important role in later years in the construction of the National Technical Museum building,
he certainly had no inkling that it would be his car that would be the one on display.

When German troops occupied the Czech Lands in March 1939, where we had up to then dr
on the left, automobiles began to drive on the right. This was a trivial change compared to the
following half-century of two dictatorships. The highest domestic representative of the first of
these was the German Minister of State for Bohemia and Moravia, SS-Obergruppenfiihrer Karl
Hermann Frank, who from the end of 1942 travelled in a supercharged eight-cylinder Mercedes
Benz 540 K. His car was produced in 1939 as a cabriolet, but after the successful assassination
of the third most powerful man in Nazi Germany, Reinhard Heydrich, carried out in Prague in May
1942, it received a new bullet-proof saloon body. Frank was executed in 1946 for his war crimes,
his car is preserved in the National Technical Museum collection.

In the second half of the 1930s, European Grand Prix racing circuits were dominated by German
Mercedes-Benz and Auto-Union racing cars, which had no competition for their excellence.

The top design of that era was the single-seater Mercedes Benz W154 from 1938 and 1939,
which a number of automobile historians regard as the best racing car of all time. Behind the
wheel of the car on display, which is preserved in remarkably original condition, sat Rudolf
Caracciola, the most successful driver of the Mercedes Benz works team and three times

winner of the European championship in 1935, 1937 and 1938. In both the 1938 and 1939 seasons,
Caracciola won a total of four second places with this car and in July 1939 won the last pre-war
German Grand Prix on the Niirburgring.

The Bugatti racing cars from the 1920s and the early 1930s are one of the legends in the

world history of motor sport. They also had a notable record in the history of motor racing in
Czechoslovakia — in the period between the wars they won most races and the most prominent
domestic drivers sat behind their wheels. The car on display was purchased in the summer of
1931 by Jifi Kristian Lobkovic, at that time the greatest hope of Czechoslovak motor sport. In
September 1931, he came fourth with this car at the Grand Prix on the Masaryk circuit and
achieved the highest placing to date of a domestic driver on Grand Prix circuits. Following
Lobkovic's tragic death in May 1932, the car was taken over by his friend Zdenék Pohl, who

in the following years won with the car the position of the best domestic car racing driver

When the NW 12 HP “Rennzweier” left the gates of the Kopfivnice factory on 22 May 1900, it was
not only the first car designed exclusively for automobile races in the Czech Lands but also in the
whole of the Austro-Hungarian monarchy. It was commissioned from the Kopfivnice plant by the most
famous domestic motoring pioneer, Baron Theodor von Liebieg from Liberec in order that he could

take part in the first long-distance motor race in the monarchy. This took place on 1and 2 June 1900

in two stages on the Salzburg-Linz-Vienna route and Liebieg won second place in the racing car
category. The very rapid development of automobile design at the beginning of the 20th century
was the main reason for the relatively brief sports career of this car, which has been in the
National Technical Museum collection since 1946.

From 1964, a new generation of small passenger cars with engines mounted at the back were
produced in Mlada Boleslav, which in the following decades thanks to the gradually increasing
standard of living became available to a constantly growing number of people in Czechoslovakia.
By the end of the 1980s, more than three and a half million of them had been produced and
played a fundamental role in the motorization of the country, because imports of cars from
abroad were only in relatively limited supply at that time, predominantly from the production
of other Socialist countries. In addition to the four-door sedans, &koda also produced cars in

a two-door sports version in smaller numbers. In the mid-1970s the most successful post-war
Czechoslovak sports car — the &koda 130 RS, which won laurels in the thirteen-hundred category
in even the most important European automobile sports events — was developed from the

110 R series coupé type.
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
